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Coach Rick Adelman
“We were in it in the first half, but the second half we let it get away. We have to have someone else step up with the injuries. I have no answers except to say that other people have to play and step up. If we are going to have any success at all, it’s on the defensive end. We are scoring points but we have to play better defense. We just didn’t have enough to get it done. It just seems like it (injuries) is happening all the way around. We get Pek (Nikola Pekovic) back, and then Luke goes down. Pek is a real factor for us around the basket, especially when you play someone like (DeMarcus) Cousins. You have to have guys to guard him or it’s going to be easy for him to score. I keep telling our guys that we are not going to quit on the season. I don’t care what happens with the playoffs, but we are not going to quit on the season. We have to turn this around with the people we have right now.”
On starting former King Brad Miller

“We talked about it this morning. We knew we didn’t want to put Kevin (Love) on Cousins to start the game. We thought that would have been a mismatch. I also wanted to get some type of rhythm offensively. We knew we wanted to play some zone and that in turn would get us going offensively. If he told me he was going to hit three three-point shots (3-of-4 from beyond the arc), I would have started him a long time ago. The thing about Brad is that he sees the whole play. He knows the next option, and that’s the thing we have been struggling with. He reads the defense very well.”
Brad Miller

“It was nice tonight to come back. I have a lot of great memories here. This is my home. As soon as the season is over, this is where I’ll live. I just wanted to go out there and compete. I wanted to get the win, but we weren’t able to tonight. But it does feel good to at least come back here and play one last time and contribute. Our guys have been fighting through a lot with the injuries we have been getting. Guys are trying to fight, but we just have to keep fighting through it. We have to keep fighting to the end no matter what happens.” 

Kevin Love

“We were already short-handed, and when Luke went out, it took the air out of us. In the fourth quarter, we cut it to a reasonable deficit but it was too late at the end. Everybody seems to be hurt right now and that’s tough for us. First Ricky (Rubio) goes out, now Luke goes down. Malcolm (Lee) and Wayne (Ellington) are going to have to play point guard for us going forward. We just want to keep fighting and set a good example for many years to come. This has been a tough season for us due to injuries. We really had something special and now it seems as if all of the dominoes are falling. It’s tough for us right now, but it’s also an opportunity for other guys to step up. We may not make the playoffs, but we can still make it a good season for us.”
On the play of rookie Isaiah Thomas

“He’s been playing very well for them. He runs the floor well. I’m sure he’s happy here in Sacramento. He gets to play and run the team, and they do a great job in transition when he has the ball in his hands. He’s a great fit for them as well as Jimmer (Fredette). They are going to be very good if not great players in this league, and the future is looking bright in Sacramento.”
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
