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Wolves guard Ricky Rubio

On what he can get out of training camp not being able to participate... 

"It's going to be different. I won't be able to be in the core. I will try to help as much as I can without playing, which is hard. I'm going to try to help make the group as close as possible and work to be a family. A team winner is always when everyone is having fun. I'm going to try to put it all together."

On his confidence level in the NBA...

"I felt like I could be here when I played the Olympics games in 2008 against the USA team and three more years in Europe, I was ready to come. I had a good season that year but I want to improve and keep being a better player and try to help the team get to the playoffs."

On difficultly watching the team struggle without him last season... 

"It's hard to watch the game but when you are losing it's even harder. You feel like you can't help them in the core. You try to do as much as you can do outside the court but it's not the same as being in the game with the team. It was the same thing in the Olympic Games. It is what it is; I couldn't do anything about it. " 

On his jumper being challenging getting back into because of his knee...

"Being without jumping in six months is difficult but I have been shooting a little bit but no jumps. I'm going to try to get the form as soon as possible. If I need to work five, six hours a day to get my jumps shot again I will. If it is going to take me that many hours I am more than happy to do it."

On Minnesota feeling more like home... 

"I spent May and June here and it was nice. When the weather is nice this city is amazing. I got to see a lot of places and restaurants and I really like the city and it feels like home." 
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
