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Wolves Head Coach Rick Adelman
“The first quarter was awful. The other team knew exactly what they were going to do, they were going to run it down the court. Try to attack the baskets as quick as they can. They just got going and got us on our heels. It just took us a long time to get into it. In the second half we just gradually got a rhythm going. Took control and they stopped. They still shot 53 percent, but when you shoot 38 percent (and still win), that’s pretty good effort.”
On the halftime talk…

“It was pretty obvious that you shouldn’t have to say anything. I told them you shouldn’t have to say much after the way we started the game. You have to learn a lesson that when you get a nice win last night it means nothing tonight. You better understand that. If you want to build anything, get any type of streak going, night after night you have to come out and play. We are lucky, we are lucky that they got 39 points, 19 points up in the first quarter. Usually that’s hard to do that and win the game. We got the win but hopefully we learned a lesson.“

On the bench… 
“I thought he [Robbie] made shots, but he also did a nice job defensively on the boards too. He gave us the spark we needed. I thought JJ came in even though he didn’t score he was very aggressive. He was pushing the guys. We need the guys off the bench, especially when our starters come out and don’t perform at the start of the game. You have to change things around. You give them some rope but after awhile we need to wake up.”

On Pekovic's jump shots…
“He can make that shoot. You don’t seem him shoot it, but when you see him working out and taking shots he can make a 15-foot jumper based on the basket. He just never looks for it and I think the evolution is going to come. He’s a good free throw shooter and he can make that shot."
On Rubio…

“He really shot well. I thought he had a really nice game tonight as far as controlling the game, especially in the second half. In the first half of the game he was really the one scoring.”

On tonight's slow start…
“After last night’s game, no starter got in over 32 minutes. We got in a pretty decent hour. We didn’t shoot this morning. I have no clue.”
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
