On Kobe Bryant passing Michael Jordan for 3rd place on the all-time scoring list:

"He was going to pass it, it was just a matter of when it was going to happen. It's a great achievement of longevity, staying with the situations, going through injuries so to him it's a credit. I think anyone that's been around this game knows Kobe's competitiveness and the things that he brings to the game on a nightly basis." 
On taking positives from 100-94 loss to the Lakers:

"It's another learning experience. From Wiggins’ standpoint he came out great to start the game, they went at him and he got in foul trouble. Once he got in foul trouble he had a very difficult time shaking that and he didn't get it back until the last three or four minutes of the game. Zach had a rough night at times, for those guys it's a learning experience. Of course the situation at the end of the game, it was 94-94 and we've seen that many times where we see Kobe make those kind of plays." 

On team's improved defensive play:

"Our defense has improved over the last 2-3 games. They shot 42% from the field, two weeks ago teams were shooting 55%. Boozer came in and killed us, he had a great game coming off the bench. You can't let that happen." 
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
