On the atmosphere Wolves fans generated for tonight's game:
"One of the reasons I came back, that I talked to Glen Taylor about coming back, was the fans in Minnesota. That's what it is. That's a Sacramento Game Seven type of setting in the regular season. The fans, they appreciate it when you play hard. I told our guys after the game, our goal as an organization and as a team is to get that type of crowd on a nightly basis." 
On reception Kevin Garnett received from the crowd:
"I've never seen anything like that for one guy. Every time KG stood up it was a great feeling and I felt great. I felt great because I pushed within our organization, we talked to a lot of people, I just knew he'd have an impact with everything. (I knew) he'd have an impact with our players, have an impact with our fans, he'd have an impact in our community. I was happy with the reception he got and I was happy with how our guys played with him tonight."

On what Garnett still gives you on the court:
"I've always said he's the most versatile defensive player to maybe play this game. He can guard everybody. He's a phenomenal defensive rebounder. He's got those Inspector Gadget arms. What happens then, even on the bench he's talking the whole time to players. He's calling coverages out on the floor, letting everybody know so he has an impact on everybody."

On what reception meant to Garnett:
"It meant a lot (to him) because usually KG doesn't show that kind of emotion. He showed emotion from the jump ball, when he was introduced in the pregame until the end of the game. He appreciated what the fans gave him. He appreciated the game and the locker room. He said we did this as a team, it was a team effort and that's what leaders do."
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
